	Read, share and explore the Scripture of Matthew 2:1-12 – using age-appropriate versions of the story of the Wise Men or Magi. Share the idea that Jesus came for everyone, all over the world. 
Believe
As you share different versions of the story, explore with the children the idea that God chose to let people all over the world know about the birth of Jesus. This is because God made and loves everyone (we explored this in the creation unit) God sent His Son for everyone. In those days there were no phones, television and internet so God sent a very special message for everyone to see, a star. The star would lead them to baby Jesus. The Wise Men left all their home comforts to cross deserts, mountains, rivers. It would have been a difficult journey. Look at a globe and invite the children to wonder how big the world is. Find England and places in the world they know. Find Bethlehem and places to the west, near the region of Iran where it is believed the Wise Men came from. There were no planes or cars. I wonder how long the journey took? I wonder what the Wise Men saw on the way? I wonder if it was an easy journey? 



	Live
Ideas to help the children explore and respond to the scripture: -recognise, talk about, label, name, match, sort, retell, sequence, recall.
Choose from these activities:
Children can explore the journey the Wise Men took using small world. In the tuff tray there could be different terrain the children can explore with camels, play bark, sand, slime, fake grass, pebbles, rice etc
Invite the children to think about how God sent a new star to lead the Wise Men to the baby Jesus. Explore constellations and how they were used to help sailors to navigate. Give the children opportunities to represent some of the constellation patterns in different ways – stickers and chalk, painting, threading, buttons, small part play. Children can decorate telescopes and role play finding new constellations.
Invite the children to think about the scripture story, they could use pictures to sequence or retell the story, verbally or by writing words and sentences to describe the images. They could use crib figures. 
Invite the children to think about the journey of the Wise Men. On the way to find baby Jesus they met King Herod in his palace and asked him to tell them where baby Jesus was. King Herod was keen to meet baby Jesus too. God told them in a dream that King Herod was a bad man and wanted to hurt baby Jesus – and, because they all had the same dream the Wise Men did not go back and went home the other way. Invite the children to think about the palace King Herod lived in and the tents the Wise Men probably slept in on their journey. Children could make tents, palaces and camps during indoor or outdoor play and role play the journey home.
Celebrate
When the Wise Men visited the baby Jesus, they were very happy that God had given us the baby Jesus. We are also so happy that God gave us His Son. We can tell God how wonderful we think He is by giving glory to Him. This means telling Him how wonderful He is when we talk to Him in our prayers. A special prayer that we can pray to give Glory to God for the gift of His Son, is the ‘Glory Be’ prayer.

	Hear
Read, share and explore the Scripture of Matthew 2:1-12 – using age-appropriate versions of the story of the Wise Men or Magi. Invite the children to think about why the Wise Men gave gifts to baby Jesus. 
Believe
As you share the story draw attention to the mention of the gifts. Gold is very expensive and is the symbol of a king. Frankincense is very expensive perfume that is burned by high priests as a symbol of lifting our prayers up to God. 
Myrrh is a special oil that is used for anointing. Take time to ask the children why they think that the Wise Men bought gifts for baby Jesus? 
Why do we give and receive gifts in our lives? 
What does it mean to give someone a present? 
The Wise men wanted to show Mary, Joseph and baby Jesus how important Jesus was to them and wanted to celebrate these gifts. Take time to talk about special gifts the children might have received and how it made them feel. A special gift could be shared with the class. Discuss how it feels to receive a gift. 










	Live
Ideas to help the children explore and respond to the scripture: - recognise, talk about, label, name, match, sort, retell, sequence, recall.
Choose from these activities:
Invite the children to think about the gifts that the Wise Men gave to Jesus. What gift do they think Jesus would like from us today? Tell the children how much Jesus loves us all and wants us to love and care for each other. Explain that Jesus says we show our love when we do something kind for someone else. If we want to give Jesus a gift, we can do this by being kind. Invite children to think about what kind things they can do in class, at home and in the playground. They can draw a gift label with a person and how they can be kind. Labels can go on the prayer table. 
Invite the children to look at some different wrapping papers that we use to wrap gifts. Talk about how we wrap presents in a special way and what it feels like when a present feels special. Look at repeating patterns. Invite the children to make patterns on paper for their own presents. The children can practise wrapping objects using paper, scissors and tape to wrap the objects.
Invite the children to think about one of the gifts given by the Wise men – gold look at some golden objects and think about why people think gold is special. Look at reflective objects such as mirrors, beads, tinsel, foil, jewellery and let the children explore them in loose part play. They could share a treasure box of things that are as special as gold. They could make patterns with shiny beads and stones or maybe design a crown for the Wise Men.  
Invite the children to look at images of the three gifts bought by the Wise men. Discuss how they know that these are special and expensive gifts. Look at how they are decorated. Invite the children to design and decorate their own boxes, bottles, jars to make them look special. Invite them to discuss their choices and methods. 
Celebrate
When the Wise Men visited baby Jesus, they were very happy that God had given us the Baby Jesus. We are also so happy that God gave us His Son. We can tell God how wonderful we think He is by giving glory to Him. This means telling Him how wonderful He is when we talk to Him in our prayers. A special prayer we could say is the glory be. Invite the children to sit in a circle, Share something you love about God’s many gifts - Somewhere you love, Someone you love, Something you love, Say ‘I give glory to God for…..’



	Objective 3

	In this lesson we move forward to when Jesus has grown and is now a man. In the time of Jesus, children were often seen as unimportant. When Jesus said adults should be more like children, he was referring to them listening to him and accepting things with joy. It is as a child grows older, they become more like adults and their expectations grow. We often expect people to do things for us and expect something in return. It can become that we only do things for others if it benefits us. Jesus shows us that when we treat children well, we are treating Jesus well.

	Hear
Jesus welcomes and blesses the little children. Mark 10:13-16
Share an age-appropriate version of Jesus blesses the little children. Tell the children that when Jesus grew up into a man, he told everyone all about God. Invite the children to think about who Jesus wants to come to Him – is anyone not welcome to see Jesus. 
Believe
As you share different versions of the story of how Jesus welcomes and blesses the little children, ask the children to think about why Jesus’ friends told the children that they could not go and see Jesus? Have they ever been told that they were too little to do something? How did it feel? Ask them to think about why Jesus told his friends to let the children come to Him. Ask them to understand that they are very special to Jesus, and he wants them to come to Him.  Ask them to think about how they can come to Jesus. How can they talk to Jesus? Where are special places that they can be close to Jesus. Talking to Jesus is called praying and we can talk to Jesus anytime. You can look at some special things that help us talk to our friend Jesus. This might be pictures of Jesus, statues of Jesus, prayer books, Rosary beads. They could pass round baby Jesus from the crib and whisper a pray to Him. 

	Live
Ideas to help the children explore and respond to the scripture: -recognise, talk about, label, name, match, sort, retell, sequence, recall.
Choose from these activities:
Invite the children to think about how Jesus made the little children feel welcome and ask them to think about how Jesus tells them that He wants them to come to Him and be His friend. Ask the children, how can we be friends with Jesus? Ask them to think about how they show friendship to others. Help them to see that spending time with someone and talking to them is very important. Think about where we can spend a special time with Jesus. Take a tour of the school and find special places such as prayer areas, the prayer garden where they can spend special times with Jesus. Take photos of the places and ask them what they would like to have in these areas. Can they make signs or prayers to go in the prayer area.
Invite the children to look at images of Jesus welcoming the little children. Ask them to imagine what it would have been like if they were there. What it would have felt like when Jesus welcomed them. Invite the children to retell the story, either with costumes in role play as Jesus and the Apostles and the children or with small world figures, stick puppets, finger puppets or printed images. Encourage them to show how the children felt before and after meeting Jesus. Collect words to describe their feelings in the floor book.
Celebrate
We are so happy that God gave us His son – who welcomes us all. We can tell God how wonderful we think He is by giving glory to Him. This means telling Him how wonderful He is when we talk to Him in our prayers. A special prayer that we can pray to give Glory to God for the gift of His Son, is the ‘Glory Be.’ Invite the children to sit in a circle and say ‘I give Glory to God for the gift of…..’



	Objective 4
I know that Jesus takes care of everyone.


	It is really important that children realise Jesus was able to heal the sick and do miracles because he was the Son of God. This will be explored at the end of the Bible story. When you explore the story and talk about the bread and fish, explain to the children that the little boy had bought the loaves and fishes to eat. In the time of Jesus this was the food people had to eat. Baking bread and catching fish were really important jobs. Bread was baked daily for people to eat. Mary would have baked bread for Joseph and Jesus. Many of the friends of Jesus were fishermen. They could sail out to sea for days at a time catching fish.  You stayed out until you had caught fish. It was also dangerous. The symbol of a fish was also used to show you were a follower of Jesus. It is still used today, and you can see it in some churches.

	Hear
Read, share and explore the Scripture of John 6:1-14 – using age-appropriate versions of the story. 
Invite the children to think about how Jesus cares for us all and notices when we need things. He wants to help us and give us what we need.
Believe
As you share the different versions of the story of Jesus feeding the 5000, invite the children to think about:
- Jesus notices the crowd are hungry. This teaches us that Jesus notices us and our needs. Jesus cares that the people have no food and wants to help them. This teaches us that Jesus wants us to have what we need in life. 
- Jesus performs a miracle to help them. A miracle is something only God can do. This teaches us that Jesus is God. 
Invite the children to think about how Jesus notices our needs as well and wants to help us too. He wants us to ask for help with things that we need. We can ask for these things when we pray. 
You could begin by sharing some bread with the children – invite them to pass around a basket and take some. What does it feel like when someone feeds you when you are hungry?
	Live
Ideas to help the children explore and respond to the scripture:- 
recognise, talk about, label, name, match, sort, retell, sequence, recall.
Choose from these activities:
Talk about how bread and fish were important foods in the time of Jesus (see teacher notes on main ppt). Discuss how baking bread was a very difficult job, growing and grinding the corn and building fires to keep the oven hot. Look at ingredients for making bread and talk about how it is made. Follow a basic bread recipe and make bread with the children (salt dough could be an alternative) children can work in groups and allow them to mix, pour and knead the bread. When the bread is baked children can say a simple grace before meals. They can bless the bread as Jesus did and thank God for all the food and gifts, He gives us to eat. 
Invite the children to think about the fish and the loaves Jesus multiplied for his followers to eat. Talk about some of Jesus’ friends and followers were fishermen (see notes for lesson). Tell them that a fish was also a symbol of being a follower of Jesus. Look at images of fish scales and look at the patterns. Invite the children to make their own modelling clay fish (or salt dough) and explore different ways of adding pattern to the fish scales. Give the children lots of choices of different things that can make marks and patterns in the clay/dough.
Read the story of the Rainbow Fish. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Nb2msIQo6TI
Explore how the Rainbow fish took care of the other fish in the end.
Look at the work of Alexander Calder (Finny Fish). Invite children to make their own fish mobile (individual or class) out of garden wire and decorate.
Share the story of the feeding of the 5000 with the children and compare it with ‘The Boy Who Shared His Sandwich’ by Steph Williams https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=wV8O_uctBhE 
or ‘The Boy who Shared his lunch’ by Ella K Lindval. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=o8ntBE-vd4A think about the boy who bought lunch to share that day and role play the story at different stages of the story. What might he have said to his family, his friends and to Jesus. Use speech bubbles to record the words he may have used and put them in the floor book.
Sequence the story of the feeding of the 5000 with the children. Talk about how Jesus was so generous with the food that He provided for everyone, there were big baskets left over. Look at some examples of baskets and how they are woven together. Talk about weaving by threading branches in and out. Children can weave with different materials, wool, ribbon, cotton, paper, rafia etc on a frame. Ask the children, which material was the best? Which will be the best to carry bread?

Read, share and explore the Scripture of John 6:1-14 – using age-appropriate versions of the story. 
Invite the children to think about how the little boy was kind and shared his loaves and fish with everyone and how we should help others in need too. 
Believe
Jesus asked his followers to help to care for others by sharing out the food at the end. 
This teaches us that Jesus wants us to help to care for others. He wants us to work together to help others – just like the Apostles did. Just like Jesus in the story, we have to notice when others need our help. 
We need to look out for those who might need help and see how we can work together to help too. When we help others who need us, we are helping Jesus too. You could begin by talking about ‘tidy up’ time and ask the children to list all the jobs that need doing when it’s time to pack away. You could set up a few messy areas for them to look at. Lead them to the idea that working together and helping each other is what Jesus would want us to do. Sing a ‘tidy up’ song.

Choose from these activities:
Share the story of the feeding of the 5000 again with the children. Ask them to think about how the Apostles helped with the sharing of the food and clearing up afterwards. Invite the children to think about the kinds of things that the Apostles might have said to Jesus and to the hungry people to show their help and care. Write them up on whiteboards or speech bubbles for the children to come back to. Invite the children to role-play the story, using some of the phrases. Give the children some costumes and props to help them act out the story. All can be recorded in the floor book.
Share the story of ‘The Big Red Umbrella’ by Amy June Bates or a similar story about caring for each other. Invite the children to think about the ways in which the umbrella showed care for others. Ask the children to describe some of the ways that they can sometimes feel alone or left out at school. List together some ways that they can make sure that they include others and make them feel cared for in school. Play some parachute games together to try and fit everyone under together and make everyone feel included.
Make or bring in a large red umbrella. Invite the children to draw a picture of themselves or decorate their name. Put all the pictures or names under the umbrella. Invite the children to think of some things that they could say to others in the class to make them feel included or cared for. Scribe them for the children or invite them to write themselves and decorate the umbrella with the caring phrases.
Look at the image from the Big Umbrella sheltering everyone. Talk about how it didn’t matter what they looked like – everyone was welcome under the umbrella. Remind them the children that Jesus welcomes everyone – of all different shapes and sizes. Role-play inviting lots of different shape and sized toy animals to come under an umbrella. Give the children some cards with words and phrases that they can use to welcome others to join in.

	Hear
Read, share and explore the Scripture of John 6:1-14 – using age-appropriate versions of the story. 
Invite the children to think about how Jesus cares about whether we have enough to eat and that He wants us to help when others don’t have enough.
Believe
Share the story of the feeding of the 5000 again with the children. Talk about how Jesus asked his followers to help to care for others by sharing out the food and gathering up the left-over food at the end. This teaches us that Jesus knows that we need to have enough food to live. Just like Jesus in the story, we should care when others don’t have enough. We need to work together to help the people in the world that don’t have enough to eat. Jesus wants us to share when we have more, and others don’t have enough.
Begin by introducing a toy pet to the class and saying that you are going to take care of it together. Invite them to suggest what it would need to stay alive e.g., enough food, clean water, somewhere to sleep, lots of love and attention. Tell them that we need the same things too and that Jesus wants us to help other people who don’t have these things. 
	Live
Ideas to help the children explore and respond to the scripture:- 
recognise, talk about, label, name, match, sort, retell, sequence, recall.
Choose from these activities:
Share the story of Maddi’s Fridge or a similar story about not having enough to eat. Invite the children to think about how Sophia helped her friend when she noticed that her family didn’t have much food to eat. Discuss how Maddi also helped Sophia to climb the wall. Tell the children that there are lots of ways that we can help people who don’t have enough food to eat. Talk about food banks and maybe show some pictures of the drop off points. 
Invite the children to draw pictures to decorate a food bank collection box for the classroom. Draw pictures of the sort of food that would be good to put in a food bank. Write or draw invitations to parents and friends to bring in an item for a class food bank collection.
Tell the children about special places where those who have not got enough food to eat can go to get a hot meal. These places are called soup kitchens and people give up their time to make hot food, like soup and serve it to those who are hungry. Invite the children to role play making different soups recipes and write menus and set up tables. They can serve the soup to guests. 
Remind the children that some people do not have enough to eat. This can happen for lots of reasons. Sometime the weather in different parts of the world can affect how much food grows or can affect people’s ability to work. You can share the information from the Mission Together ‘Philippines together’ campaign slides. Look at a map of the area and discuss how the islands sometimes experience big storms that destroy homes and boats. Discuss how Mission Together are helping fishermen who cannot catch fish to feed the people. Share the prayer and invite the children to pray together for the people of the Philippines. Invite the children to work together to write their own prayer for everyone to have enough to eat. Children could maybe write prayers on a fish or a boat that could be hung on a prayer tree or put in the floor book. 
Look at the map of the Philippines and discuss how the islands sometimes experience big storms that destroy homes and boats. Discuss how the Mission Together are helping fishermen who cannot catch fish feed the people. Talk about how important catching fish is for the Philippines and feeding the community. Discuss some of the challenges that there would be sailing small boats to catch fish. Invite the children to make boats that they can role catching fish together in using large loose part play.
Celebrate
We are so happy that God gave us His son – who takes care of us all. We can tell God how wonderful we think He is by giving Glory to God to him. This means telling Him, how wonderful He is when we talk to Him in our prayers. We can give glory to God for all the wonderful things that others have shared with us in our lives. Share some images or symbols of things that have been shared with us, love, food, shelter, friendship. Toys. Invite the children to give glory to God for all who share with them.
