	Lent begins on Ash Wednesday the day before is Shrove Tuesday or pancake day. Shrove is an old English word which means to forgive sins or to confess the things you have done wrong.  A long time ago, many people used to go to church on this day before Lent officially began.  
People gave up food like eggs, milk and sugar at Lent. The day before Lent began, they would use up all these foods by making pancakes. Many people make pancakes on Shrove Tuesday and in some parts of the country they run in pancake races. There is a legend dating from 1445. On Shrove Tuesday one woman was still making pancakes as the church bells rang. Rather than be late she took her frying pan and pancake with her. People have run in races since then. Mardi Gras is a carnival that is celebrated in February in many countries, such as America, Brazil, Italy and Germany. There is music, dance, colourful parades and costumes. The word Mardi Gras means Fat Tuesday. The Raasa festival means fun. People do not wear masks but there is music and festivities. There is a parade where a gold and silver cross is carried and then people celebrate Mass. At the end of the day there are fireworks. The Raasa festival means fun. 	Read, share and explore the story Mama Panya’s Pancakes from Kenya. Invite them to focus on how Mama Panya shared with others and then others shared with her too. She did not think of herself – but of others. Tell the children that Lent is a special time in the church’s year when we try to think more of others than ourselves. 
Believe
After you have shared the story ask the children to think about how generous and welcoming Adika and Mama Panya were to their friends. They were good at sharing and did not think about themselves. Invite them to think about how all the guests were kind back. Tell the children that we are getting ready to enter the church’s special season of Lent. Lent is a time when we try to think about others and share what we have. We also think about saying sorry in Lent for times when we weren’t kind. On Ash Wednesday we receive a cross on our foreheads to show we are sorry. On Shrove Tuesday we get ready for Lent, it is sometimes called Pancake Day. We make pancakes to use up all the special treat foods. We can invite others to share our pancakes. Have a large mixing bowl and a wooden spoon. Invite the children to remember all the ingredients Mama Panya used to make her pancakes. Now ask the children to think of some words to describe the way that Adika behaved to his friends. Write the words and tell the children you have a recipe for kindness pancakes.

Ideas to help the children explore and respond to the scripture: -recognise, talk about, label, name, match, sort, retell, sequence, recall.
Choose from these activities:
Share a simple pancake recipe with the children. Make links to physical development by inviting the children to crack eggs, pour milk, weigh flour and mix ingredients together. When you eat the pancakes you can invite other classes or parents to share just like the story.
Invite the children to make mud pancakes in the outdoor kitchen. Invite them to use the skills of making pancakes such as mixing, weighing, stirring, frying. Provide a range of natural ingredients to encourage them to explore different flavours. The children could make a pancake café with tables, menus and decorations. Encourage them to serve their customers.
Invite children to write and draw shopping lists and write recipes for making pancakes. Take photos of the sequence of making pancakes and invite the children to sequence them either verbally or in writing. Encourage them to explore the verbs involved – mix, pour, weigh and taste. 
Invite the children to explore how Mardi Gras is celebrated around the world. Invite them to consider how many Catholics there are around the world but in different ways. Share the story of Delphine Denise and the Mardi Gras prize. Explain that Mardi Gras is a big celebration in many parts of the world including New Orleans and they have carnival celebrations. Children can plan their own Mardi Gras carnival and parade. They can make bead necklaces and decorate bikes and scooters. Help them in work in teams. 
Watch the Ash Wednesday Service together and ask them to think about how it feels when we have done something wrong. Tell them that Jesus is sad too when we have been unkind. Jesus never stops loving us and forgives us when we are sorry. Sometimes we wear ashes in the shape of a cross on our foreheads as a sign of how much we love Him. Invite the children to draw their own cross in charcoal and place them on the prayer table. Invite them to tell Jesus they are sorry.
Celebrate
We use the colour purple in Lent to remind us to be caring and kind. The children will see purple in church, remind them of Lent. Dress the prayer table together. Lent is 40 days long put up a journey of Lent for the children to visually picture. Give each child their own prayer pebble with their name on to use during Lent. Luke 4:1-13, Jesus in the desert. 
Read, share and explore the story that Jesus spent time praying in the desert. Remind the children that Lent is the time when we grow closer to Jesus. We can grow close to Jesus when we pray.
Believe
During Lent we try to grow close to Jesus by making time for Him in our daily lives. We try to speak to Him more through prayer. Before Jesus began His special mission on Earth to bring us all closer to God the Father. He took some time to pray and to ‘get ready.’ We try to do the same thing in Lent. We try to spend less time doing the things that keep us busy and try to spend a bit more time with Jesus in prayer and also a bit more time helping others. Invite the children to hear about the time that Jesus went into the desert to pray and to get ready for His mission. Invite the children to listen to the scripture and/or watch the video. Ask them to think about all the things they saw Jesus do in the video. Invite them to reflect on special places they go to feel calm and quiet. Ask the children to consider if they feel closer to Jesus when we are peaceful and in nature away from screens and noise. Just like Jesus did in the desert.
Plant seeds to mark the beginning of Lent. Place a special plant on the prayer table or in a special place and tell the children they are going to care for it and watch it grow. We can think about how we are growing to closer to Jesus too in Lent.

Ideas to help the children explore and respond to the scripture: - recognise, talk about, label, name, match, sort, retell, sequence, recall.
Choose from these activities:
Ask the children how it might have felt for Jesus to be alone in the desert for 40 days. Talk about how lonely it might have been for Him in that time away from everyone. Ask the children if they can think of any of the things that He saw or met that might have cheered Him up. Look at all the animals that He meets. Ask the children to think about how Jesus might have felt about the animals. Invite the children to learn about some of the animals that Jesus may have encountered in the desert. Read stories about desert animals and set up the tuff tray deserts to role play Jesus’ time in the desert.
Tell the children that Lent is a very special time in which we really want to get to know Jesus better. Ask them how they get to know new people? Spending time together and talking to someone is very important to making friends. Share with children a special invitation that you have found in the classroom written to the children. Read them an invitation from Jesus himself asking them to spend some time with Him this Lent, to talk to Him, tell Him about themselves. Or even just to sit quietly. Invite the children to create a special quiet tent in or outside the classroom where they can go to spend time and talk to Jesus in lent. Ask them what they would like in this area – a special chair, some pictures or statues of Jesus, a cross, stories about Jesus. Introduce a special toy phone to go in the special tent and tell children that they can especially speak to Jesus on this special phone. 
Remind children of Jesus’ time in the desert. Share images with them of deserts. Talk about the climate and the plants that grow there. Show the children examples or images of cacti and succulents. Explain how they grow in desert environments and are similar to the plants that Jesus would have seen in the desert. Invite them to notice their ability to grow in sandy soil and their spikes and hairs that protect them from being eaten. Invite the children to make sensory paintings of Cati. Adda sand for soil and invite them to explore different ways of representing the spines or hair with rice, sticks, wool etc. they can use different implements to paint the spines such as forks. 
Remind the children of Jesus’ time alone in the desert. Invite the children to think about where he may have slept in the desert. He would have needed to find some shade from the hot sun and shelter from the cold at night. Invite the children to explore outside using loose part play, building shelters that would shade from the sun and also shield from any wind, Allow them to experiment with different materials for shade, netting, tarpaulin, blankets etc and discuss which ones are best at providing shade and which are best for shielding from wind.
Celebrate
We use the colour purple in Lent to remind us to be caring and kind. The children will see purple in church, remind them of Lent. Dress the prayer table together. Lent is 40 days long put up a journey of Lent for the children to visually picture. Give each child their own prayer pebble with their name on to use during Lent. During the journey in Lent the children we say each week something they are grateful for.
Week 2 focus on friends they are grateful for.

	Objective 3
Lent is a time to grow in love for others.

	The Children begin to explore, through the story of the Good Samaritan, what God’s love is like. Jesus used images and characters taken from everyday life to create a miniature play or drama to illustrate his message. This was Jesus most common way of teaching. The Samaritans were a group of people who lived in Samaria - an area north of Jerusalem. They were half-Jews and half-Gentiles. The Samaritans had their own temple and their own copy of the Torah. The Torah contained the first five books of the Old Testament. They had their own religious system. The Jews and Samaritans would argue over the proper place of worship. At the time of Jesus, the Jews and the Samaritans didn’t have anything to do with one another. They had been arguing for centuries over which race had the true religion. This is why it was surprising that the Samaritan stopped.

Read, share and explore the story of the Good Samaritan. Ask the children to consider that Lent is a time when we grow in love for others. We can do this by sharing what we have. Share stories with the children about sharing and caring. 
Believe
Lent is a time to grow in love for others and we co this by caring for them and sharing what we have with them. Share the story of Great Commandment and the Good Samaritan with the children. Invite them to think about ways that we can show love for others. Jesus wants us to grow in love and to share what we have with other people – especially in Lent. Remind them that Jesus knows all the kind things we do. Invite the children to make a promise to Jesus about how they are going to try and be more loving at home and at school and place it in a secret box/bag/envelope and invite the children to give them to Jesus – hang them on a washing line or place them in a special box or bag. They could draw a symbol of what they are going to do. Tell the children that we will revisit our promise at different times in Lent to see how we are growing in love.

Choose from these activities:
Make a Lenten promise tree and hang the children’s promises on there. 
Share with the children the story ‘Giving is Better’ about Clarence the Fox. Discuss why Clarence was unhappy and how he learned how giving can make us truly happy. Have a backpack with a carrot, acorns, a hat and scarf ready to bring out as you listen to the story. You may wish to have a toy fox also to help tell the story. Help the children to understand the key message that Jesus wants us to care for each other too and share what we have. He teaches us that we need to be cheerful and generous when we give to others too. Invite the children to write a postcard to Clarence the Fox to put into his backpack – telling him all about a time that they shared something with someone else and how it made them feel. They could draw a picture and label it.
Share with the children the story of the Good Samaritan. Invite the children to think about the way that the Good Samaritan cared for the man. He shared his horse, his money and his time with the man – to make sure he was ok. Invite the children to think about how we are invited by Jesus to care for others – especially in Lent. Use small world people and objects to retell the Good Samaritan story in a Godly play style. Invite the children to answer the wonder questions.
Share with the children the story of the Greatest Commandment. Invite the children to think about what it looks like to love God with all of your mind, all of your heart and all of your strength? What does it mean to love your neighbour as you love yourself? Listen and join in with some songs about loving each other. 
Invite the children to think again about the story of the Good Samaritan. Think about the part where the Samaritan cared for the man by cleaning, anointing and bandaging his wounds. Talk about people they know who care for others like this. Talk about times when parents, family members, friends, school staff, doctors, nurses have looked after them when they were ill or hurt. What did it feel like when someone looked after you? Set up a dolls/toys hospital in the role play area. Invite the children to practise caring and looking after the toys and dolls. How can they make them feel loved and cared for?
Celebrate
We use the colour purple in Lent to remind us to be caring and kind. The children will see purple in church, remind them of Lent. Dress the prayer table together. Lent is 40 days long put up a journey of Lent for the children to visually picture. Give each child their own prayer pebble with their name on to use during Lent. Week 3 focus on a special place they are grateful for and would like to thank God for.

Believe
On Palm Sunday the church remembers that Jesus rode into Jerusalem on a donkey and all the crowds of His followers welcomed Him into the city, waving branches from palm trees and shouting Hosannah. This was so Jesus could fulfil a promise that God made long ago about how His son would enter the city. Jesus had lots of followers and they all came to see Him to cheer and worship Him. There were also some people who did not like Jesus and they wanted everyone to stop cheering for Him. We too are invited to welcome Jesus into our lives and worship Him as our king. Ask the children to think about how the donkey would have felt during the story and how he had to be strong and brave. Jesus wants us to turn to Him when we need help.

Ideas to help the children explore and respond to the scripture:- 
recognise, talk about, label, name, match, sort, retell, sequence, recall.
Choose from these activities:
Invite the children to retell the story using small world or acting it out in the role play. Give them key vocabulary to include in their retelling – Jerusalem, donkey and Hosannah.
Listen again to the story and invite the children to look at some of the many artworks that depict the scene in different ways. Ask the children to imagine what it might have felt like to be in the crowd – what would they see, hear, feel? Invite the children to write some speech bubbles of what the crowd are saying to add to the pictures. 
Invite the children to look at the images of the city wall in Jerusalem. Jesus would have entered through one of the city gates. Invite the children to build the entrance into Jerusalem from different construction materials – bricks, blocks, boxes, etc.
Read a letter that the donkey wrote about the special day. Invite the children to make a special palm leaf from felt, card or paper to add to a special tree or washing line to help the donkey remember the special day with Jesus and to help us to remember how Jesus can help us when we are sad or worried too. 
Celebrate
We use the colour purple in Lent to remind us to be caring and kind. The children will see purple in church, remind them of Lent. Dress the prayer table together. Lent is 40 days long put up a journey of Lent for the children to visually picture. Give each child their own prayer pebble with their name on to use during Lent. During the journey in Lent the children we say each week something they are grateful for.
Week 4 focus on a special day they are grateful for and would like to thank God for.


	Objective 5

	Holy Week is the last week of Lent, when we follow Jesus from Palm Sunday, the Sunday of the Passion, to his death on Good Friday in preparation for his rising from the dead on Easter Sunday. Good Friday: Jesus was taken into Roman courts, before Pontius Pilate and Herod Antipas, who sent him back to the Jewish court. Roman soldiers took him to Golgotha, the place of the skull, where he was crucified.
A crucifix has Jesus on it, a cross is either plain or it could be decorated. There is usually a crucifix in the school hall or entrance hall.

	Hear
Luke 23:44-46, Jesus dies on the cross.
Read, share and explore the story of Jesus dying on the cross. Remind the children that Jesus died to save us and it was very sad but God had a plan to bring Jesus back and we will hear about that later.
Believe
On Good Friday Jesus was crucified on a cross. He died so that we can go to Heaven when we die and be with God. It was a very sad time for Jesus’ friends and His mother. On Good Friday, we are sad when we remember that Jesus died for us because we love Him, and we are sad that He was hurt. We say sorry to God for all the things that we have done wrong. 
Ask the children to think about how sad it was when Jesus died. Even the earth and the sun was sad. The sun stopped shining and all the land was dark. Light a candle and describe the light. Then blow out the candle and ask the children what it feels like without the light. If the children are able to take turns blowing out the candle they could say, ‘Jesus we are sorry.’ You could look at the candles in church if it is nearby.

Choose from these activities:
Listen to the story of ‘Avery Happy Easter’ by Tim Thornborough. List all of the feelings that Jesus’ friends felt in different parts of the story of Holy Week. Invite the children to make faces to shoe the different feelings in the story. Collect some different words to describe the different feelings. Invite the children to make some feelings faces to go with each part of the story – looking in a mirror and at images to see how faces look when they are happy, sad, surprised and angry.
Re-read the story so the children can hols up their faces for each part of the story and they can say how it felt for the friends of Jesus or how it makes them feel.
Show children different types of crosses or they could look at the crosses in different parts of the school. Tell them we have crosses to help us to remember what Jesus did for us and how much He loves us. The cross is a sign of a Christian, someone who loves Jesus. We wear crosses, there are crosses on walls. A cross with Jesus on is called a crucifix. Invite the children to make their own cross from beads, clay, sticks, construction or painting.
Tell the children there are lots of ways that Christians remember the story of when Jesus died on Good Friday. Some people go to church and look at special pictures called the stations of the cross which tell the story of how Jesus died. Some people eat special buns for breakfast on that day called Hot Cross Buns as they have a cross on top to help us remember what happened that day. Invite the children to look at and taste (if allergies allow) hot cross buns.
Invite children to make their own hot cross buns with clay or mud.

Lent is 40 days long put up a journey of Lent for the children to visually picture. Give each child their own prayer pebble with their name on to use during Lent. Week 5 focus on a special object they love and would like to thank God for.



	Objective 6
I know that Jesus rose and everyone celebrates.

	Catholics celebrate the Resurrection of Jesus with endless ‘Alleluias.’ Alleluia is not said during Lent. There are a few of the signs and symbols that represent our easter joy and experience of new life around us. Daffodils, tulips and lilies bloom around Easter marking the coming of spring.  Lilies were growing in the Garden of Gethsemane, where Jesus went to pray in his final days. At Easter, eggs represent Jesus’ Resurrection. In the 1200s eggs were forbidden during Lent, so people would decorate them to mark the end of fasting and eat them at Easter. Today, the most popular Easter egg traditions include egg hunts and egg rolls. The Easter colour of white represents purity and the new life found in Christ. Pastel colours are also associated with Easter such as clothing, decorations and treats. Jesus’ death is likened to the sacrificial lamb of Passover. He is often called the ‘Lamb of God’ to remind us of his sacrifice. Lamb is served as a main course or as a lamb shaped cake for desert at many Easter celebrations. In ancient Roman times this was a feared device of execution. The Cross took on a new meaning for Christians after Christ’s Resurrection, a symbol of Jesus conquering death. The Paschal candle is lit to remind us Jesus is the light of the world. Candles are also carried by new converts being baptised into the Church at Easter.

Believe
Jesus died on Good Friday and rose again on Easter Sunday. Easter is a celebration that Jesus is with us still. Easter celebrates new life. Simple religious symbols in Lent and Easter.
Live
Celebrate how various cultures celebrate Easter.

Representations of Holy Week and Easter: palms, the cross, Easter gardens, 
and symbols of new life.
Celebrate with signs and symbols – hot cross buns, garden growth, Easter eggs.

	Hear
Luke 24:1-12, with John verses at the end.
Read, share and explore the story of the Resurrection of Jesus. Talk about how wonderful this is.
Believe
Tell the children that the Resurrection was part of God’s plan all along. Talk about how happy and surprised Jesus’ friends were when He appeared to them alive again. Tell the children that we celebrate this good news – that death is not the end if we follow Jesus – we can have life with Him in Heaven after we die. We celebrate this happy news at Easter. Take the children on a walk and look for sings of Spring together. You could hide some pebbles and signs of Spring.  

	Live
Ideas to help the children explore and respond to the scripture:- 
recognise, talk about, label, name, match, sort, retell, sequence, recall.
Choose from these activities:
To remember the Easter story, we can make Easter Gardens in a tray. We use symbols in it to help us remember the story. Add greenery for new life, the three crosses from the crucifixion, an empty tomb, palms, donkey, eggs. You can use labels for each part and the children can retell the story.
Give children the opportunity to retell the story with wooden figures, puppets or costumes in the role play area. Explore the key vocabulary died, rose, alive, Jesus, friends, sad, happy, tomb, garden.
Look at new life at Easter we sometimes decorate our homes with eggs, chicks, bunnies and lambs. These can be hidden in different sensory materials.
Give children the chance to decorate their own eggs.
Give the children opportunities to sequence the story with pictures. They can write speech bubbles for different parts of the story. Invite the children to use key vocabulary, died, rose, alive, Jesus, friends, sad, happy, tomb, garden.
Celebrate
When Jesus rose from the dead, we celebrate the gift of new life that God gave to Him and also to us. One way that we celebrate in church when Lent is over, is to sing the Hallelujah again in Mass. Hallelujah means ‘Praise the Lord.’ To praise something is to say that it is good. We also change the cloth in the prayer area from purple to white to show that we are celebrating. We can also hang a white cloth on a cross to show that Jesus has risen. We also have white flowers to celebrate. Dress the prayer area with a white cloth together and add white flowers and any crosses the children have made. Sing the Hallelujah song together. Choose children and invite them to place their pebbles on the end of the Lent journey path. Invite the children to say thank you to God for Jesus.
