	Share the scripture, focusing on God making people and ensure that the children understand that God made the first man and woman, God also made us. Ensure they know God made them and that God loves them. God made us and we are all different and special and good. Share the story ‘God Made You’ and discuss how we are all different. Explore ways we are different such as our looks, what we like to play with, things we eat, like and don’t like. We are different but we are all special and loved by God. We must treat each other with care because we are all important and loved by God.

Ideas to help the children explore and respond to the scripture:- 
recognise, talk about, label, name, match, sort, retell, sequence, recall.
Use mirrors to explore what the children look like.
Children create images of themselves using paint, plates, salt dough, clay, natural objects.
Children use small world toys to recognise and show differences. They will make a ‘me soup’ containing things they like.
Recognise that God calls us by our name, and they are special. Children match initial letters of their names.
To recognise the good in others, children can draw images of each other and describe qualities they see. They could scribe notes to one another.

We are special to God so we must try and look after ourselves for God. We can look after our bodies and look after our feelings. There are ways we can care for each other. Invite the children to give suggestions of ways they can care for themselves and each other. 
	Live
Ideas to help the children explore and respond to the scripture:- 
recognise, talk about, label, name, match, sort, retell, sequence, recall.
Introduce the idea that some things are better for our bodies, healthy 
food choices, getting enough sleep, exercise, drinking water, washing 
hands. God wants us to be happy and healthy so we can enjoy the world He gave us. 
Encourage the children to set up their own fitness trails using PE equipment.
Encourage them to think about the gross motor skills they are using. 
Read/watch stories about eating fruit and vegetables. Set up the role play area so children can explore fruit and vegetables.
Make fruit smoothies, fruit salads or kebabs.
Try fruits and vegetables.
Play with fruit finger puppets.
Draw fruits and vegetables or do fruit/vegetable prints.
Share the story ‘Be Kind’ or a similar story, discuss times when we are 
kind to one another. 
Use the mark making area to encourage children to explore ways that they can be kind to someone. They can decorate old gifts bags and boxes, collect kind things and thoughts. They can draw a picture or make a card for someone. They could make patterns or write a kind word.
Discuss class rules to keep everyone safe. Remind children that God 
made our world and God said that it was good. How do we keep the
world a good and friendly place. This can be linked to your school values, virtues and/or mission statement. 
Use these or rules when praising pupils in class.
Share the story of the colour monster. Encourage children to explore 
different emotions and name how they feel. Record suggestions of how we can care for others with each colour, record suggestions on the coloured paper, I can hold your hand when you are afraid, I can smile when you are sad.
Celebrate
Show the children how we respond to God’s love by making the sign of the cross. This reminds us we are made by God, and we belong to God.
Model and share how we say the sign of the cross in prayer.
Pray together during the day and encourage the children to practise the sign of the cross. Make a sign of the cross stick using lolly sticks and thread, number the 4 steps and follow them to pray the sign of the cross and give thanks to God for his wonderful world.
Talk to children about CST themes, there are prayers on the ppt you 
might want to share with the children.

	Read, share and explore the scripture of Genesis. Try not to focus too much on the seven days of creation. It is important that the children recognise God created everything and said it was good. This includes us and how we should love and care for each other. We are all created by God and God says we are good.
As you explore the scripture with the children, build in the awe and wonder, the beauty of the world, the joy of animals, plants, birds, trees, sea creatures, stars, planets, sun and moon. Take time to explore what good means and that all creation is good, should be cherished and looked after.

Wrap boxes so you present the children with gifts, so they connect that creation is a gift from God. Everyday is a beautiful gift. Use Google Earth to look at our wonderful world. Go on creation walks to inspire awe and wonder. Take children outside to take photos of things they love in the world. 
	Live
Ideas to help the children explore and respond to the scripture:- 
recognise, talk about, label, name, match, sort, retell, sequence, recall.
Sequence the days of creation with cards, puppets, washing lines and artwork.
Use Godly play to explore the story. Use small world animals, people, flowers, plants to allow people to sequence and talk about the story. This could be set up in different boxes to represent the different days or on the tough tray.
Children can create their own worlds on the tough tray.
Make their own ‘good’ creatures of the sea and land from clay and natural objects.
Use the creation art ppt as a starting point to explore artists who use natural materials. Take the children outside to create their own art using natural materials.
Sing hymns that celebrate creation such as ‘He’s got the whole world in his hands’ and ‘If I was a butterfly.’
Children respond to the carnival of the animals.
Celebrate
Encourage the children to make the sign of the cross. We can thank God for the wonderful world we live in. Introduce the phrase ‘I thank you God for making me…….’ and invite the children to say one thing about them that makes them happy e.g. ‘I can jump high,’ ‘I am kind.’
Children could make a post it wall of thanks, prayer ribbons etc.

	When you are sharing the Genesis story with the children focus on the part that shows Adam and Eve ‘in charge’ of the plants and animals, helping God to care for the beautiful world. Introduce stewardship that we were tasked by God to look after the Earth. One of the most important messages we can give the children is that caring for things is a gift that is given for God.

Remind the children of the wonderful things we have already discussed that God created. Explain that stewardship is an important job that God has given us. This means we must take care of the world. Ask the children to suggest ways we could care for the world.

Ideas to help the children explore and respond to the scripture:- 
recognise, talk about, label, name, match, sort, retell, sequence, recall.
Introduce children to caring for the classroom or tidy up time. Take photographs of where things should be and how they should look. 
Children could use litter pickers with supervision to tidy the outside space.
Share stories about growing and caring for plants. 
Children can plant seeds to remind them they are caring for God’s world. 
Children can explore their local environment as the seasons change and discover how plants are changing and perhaps see new things.
Explore the idea of recycling, discuss ways children can recycle at school and home. Consider how members of the school/church community recycle. 
Explore woodland habitats, think about how we can look after our natural world.
Create a woodland small world play or a role play woodland.
Celebrate
Give thanks for God’s wonderful world, share photographs of natural things the children love.
Sing hymns praising creation.

	Objective 6
I know we are all invited to be part of God’s family.
	The Sacrament of Baptism is a time when we come together as the family of God. We welcome the person who is going to be baptised into God’s family. 
The symbols of baptism are water and oil. The priest anoints your head and chest with oil and makes the sign of the cross. 
The priest pours holy water over your head when you are baptised. Water is life-giving. During a baptism, the Easter candle is lit. The candle the child is given represents Jesus the light of the world. Baptisms take place by the font. There is holy water inside the font. Holy water is water that the priest has blessed. The sign of the cross is made throughout the ceremony.

Help children to recognise that these symbols help show others that we are part of God’s family. 
Use the baptism playdough mat to recreate the symbols used in Baptism.
Create a baptism bag or box to allow the children to role play a baptism. 
Use photographs of baptism or cards to sequence a baptism.
Make doves from plates, clay or natural objects.
Make a display on the prayer table.
