	Use the Powerpoint to look at artistic impressions of the story.  Use the prompt questions to reflect on the pictures. 
Activity - children choose one of the pieces of artwork and then annotate around it showing their understanding of what the artist is saying through their work.  Use the poem ‘Footprints in the sand’ https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=5O5c51wHzd0 - do not use the song by Leona Lewis which although based on the ideas of the poem is different.  Unpick with the children that in the Emmaus story the disciples didn’t at first recognise that Jesus was walking with them and in this poem it says that people often don’t recognise Jesus is with them but the author believes that God is always present in people’s lives even if they don’t recognise God’s presence - there is no written work with this it is a personal reflection only.

	Celebrated 40 days after Easter.  In the Bible 40 signifies a journey towards a new start - link with Moses, temptations of Jesus and Noah.  Ascension doesn’t mark an end but a new beginning. The account is trying to visualise Jesus going to heaven, but heaven isn’t up in the sky - it is an image used to convey an idea.

	Begin by linking back to the previous lesson and asking the children ‘How do you think the disciples felt when Jesus left them?’  Talk to the children about Pope Francis and hand out the ‘Pope Francis asks:  What does the Ascension mean? Handout This has been adapted for this age group.  
Explain that Pope Francis is using the text from Luke’s Gospel, not Matthew - it is the same story but Luke adds a few more details.   When you have read the text with them, ask them to underline any points they think are important.  Why does Pope Francis say the disciples were happy on going back to Jerusalem?  What does Pope Francis say is one of the key points of the story?  Use the picture by Elizabeth Wang.  Ask the questions on the slide and how it might reflect the words of Pope Francis - if this is too tricky instead how do Christians try to point to Jesus?  Children could answer that through the way they treat others, through the way they live, by showing that they trust God even when life is difficult.

Lesson 1
	This is very tricky - it’s a mystery - its full meaning cannot be understood or explained.  Christianity believes in one God but we speak of three persons in one God.  We can say that God reveals himself to us as the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. Pope Francis and Pope Benedict  talk about the importance of love when they talk about the mystery of the Trinity. They are saying that Trinity reveals something of the nature of God which is about love, and community. We are called to love and to be in community.

Lesson 1
	 In this section, we are looking at texts identified in the Hear Section. They are taken from the Acts of the Apostles. The Acts of the Apostles has been attributed to Luke the author of one of the Gospels. Although an account of the early Church it actually doesn’t really deal a lot with all the apostles but has a focus on Peter and Paul. In Acts, the Spirit of God is shown at work in a variety of people who show what it means to follow Christ.  Beliefs and doctrine are not fully realised (for example the reluctance to admit Gentiles) but through the experiences of the people take form. Throughout Acts, you see the message of Christ spreading outwards.

	The children will be exploring the events surrounding the Ascension.
Ask children to recall their understanding of the Ascension from prior learning.
Use this information to begin to build a mind map on the learning wall.
Read the account of the story -  Acts 1:6 - 11
Ask children where Jesus went and reinforce the fact that heaven is not a destination, it is everywhere and by entering it, Jesus is able to be with all of us.
Ask children how they think the Apostles might have reacted to this news.
Read the account of the story -  Acts 1:12-14, placing particular emphasis on those present.
Children reflect on how many apostles there were.
Introduce the discussion about why it was important that Mary was present. (This will be explored in the next lesson).
Children are to storyboard the events of the two accounts read in this lesson.

During their independent work, the children are to come to the Learning Wall / Big Book and add a post it note (or similar comment) giving an emotion as to how the apostles might feel immediately after Jesus’ departure.

	Children begin by reflecting on the image of Mary and apostles after the Ascension. 
Reinforce how Mary has always placed her trust in God. She knows, even now that Jesus is gone, everything happens as God wants it to.
Her faith is an inspiration for all Catholics.
Children move on to think about how Mary is represented in churches and schools.
The children are asked to draw Mary and then, through a class gallery, they can identify the similarities and differences between ideas.
If possible, go on a statue / picture hunt around the school to identify where Mary is celebrated.
Looking at the images of statues taken from a range of local churches, children identify which style of Mary they most like and why, linking where possible to how the statue conveys Mary’s strength, love, devotion or faith.
This discussion moves on to reflecting about why Mary might be a good example for Catholics today with the final art activity bringing together their ideas.

Draw comparisons between this and Jesus’ actions at the Last Supper and again during the learning regarding the apostles and early church.
Children bring their learning together in a fact file about Saint Paul with suggested content.

Lesson 1
	We haven’t included the meaning of the word Testament here since it is connected to the word Covenant which comes up later. 
This is in effect a summary lesson that recaps what they know about the Bible.

Encourage children to navigate to the Bible Reference explain how they are created to allow easy locating of information.
Review Saint Paul’s teachings in his letter to the Romans.
Children create a word cloud sharing their thoughts about what the Bible is (both physically and spiritually).
End the session by answering the questions regarding the role of the Bible in their lives.
