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	1.1
	The focus of this module is on the Eucharist; so it has a link with module 2. It also talks about the miracle of the loaves so it also has a link with module 3. Pupils are going to start by looking at the account of the feeding of the 5,000 in Matthew's Gospel. They need to be reminded that when the Gospels describe a miracle, they are not describing a magic act! Miracles give us an insight into God’s action, they are signs of the Kingdom. Pupils also need to recall that Matthew was writing his Gospel, his good news, for the Jewish people. They knew their scriptures, (for us the Old Testament) so they would have made a connection with God feeding people in the desert by sending Manna (from Exodus: the Moses story). The words and actions of Jesus in this miracle show his compassion for others, and they link with the words and actions of Jesus at the ‘Last Supper’. This miracle is found in all four Gospels so clearly they thought it important.

Please note it is better to use the text here as YouTube videos often get the details wrong, sensationalise the story or use a different Gospel. For example, one clip has baskets of bread popping out of thin air.  Any clip or picture like this will simply reinforce the wrong impression that miracles are magic. THEY ARE NOT! The Gospel talks about the words Jesus said and his compassion for people but not about how things happened. 

Discuss their ideas for the response question.
	Retell (in any form) the miracle of the feeding of the five thousand. 
Note the details should be accurate from the Gospel not made up! Pupils should not add details that are not there.
Ask them to highlight the words and actions of Jesus over the bread.

	2:1.
	Note although this branch takes place during Lent, pupils are only studying the cultural practices associated with Holy Week. Pupils are taught about the different days of Holy Week to provide context to their learning about cultural practices, but it is important to note that the next lesson is the main focus of the learning. There is an expectation that pupils will revise and develop their understanding of Lent and Holy Week through the prayer and liturgy of the school. You might want year 3 to prepare an assembly for others on Lent so that they are revising their knowledge.

	This section focuses on the link between the words and actions of Jesus at the Last Supper and the links with the miracle of the loaves.
Matthew wrote his Gospel for the Jewish people.  Moses provided for his people by feeding them spiritually and with food.
Jesus was preparing to celebrate Passover. You don’t need to go into too much detail here because it will be studied in Branch 6, but remind them that Passover recalls the time the Jewish people led by Moses escaped from slavery in Egypt. A special family meal called the Seder is held on the eve of Passover. During the meal they eat unleavened bread in the form of Matzah. Rabbi Jonathan Sacks explained the rationale of Passover this way: “The journey from slavery to freedom is one we need to travel in every generation. So we were commanded to gather our families together every year at this time and tell the story of what it was like to be a slave and what it felt like to go free.”

	Show the picture of the Last Supper by Joey Velasco, a painter from the Philippines. You can find the picture and an explanation of it at A Table of Hope: a modern-day depiction of the Last Supper - Preda Foundation, Inc. 
share their wonders about what the picture shows.  Ask pupils why they think the artist has shown it like this?   Like Pope Francis the artist is trying to show that Jesus is there for those who are poorest, who are forgotten by others.

	After reading about and thinking about the meaning of the Last Supper this branch  returns to thinking about the Mass. In branch 2 the focus was on getting a feel for the shape of the Mass and focusing on the Liturgy of the Word. Here the focus is on the Eucharist itself. At the beginning of this lesson, pupils need to understand a very simple definition of a sacrament. That a sacrament for Catholics is a meeting point with God where we can come closer to God, to each other and to the Church. (This understanding of sacrament will be developed in other years and units). The Eucharist for Catholics is ‘source and summit’ . Catholics believe that in the Eucharist the bread and wine become the body and blood of Christ. (This is called Transubstantiation. ) The prayers and symbols of the mass are explored to help bring out the meaning.
Please note any references to the Eucharist Prayer should be taken from the Eucharistic Prayers for Children. These are published by the CTS.
