	Recap the story of the visit of the Magi.
Think together - How do you think things might have been different if the Wise Men had told Herod where Jesus was?

Discuss the meaning of the story - emphasising the fact that Matthew was writing for the Jewish people but the wise men were not Jews and therefore Matthew is showing that Jesus is for all people. Use the slide to discuss how the visit to Jesus changed the wise men and what they did afterwards - how is this similar to the end of Mass?

Quick Task - What were the gifts brought by the Magi?
What does each gift symbolise?

	Living out the Kingdom


Week 5.1
	This section looks at the life of a saint who put the values of the Kingdom into practice. This will focus on the life of John Bosco. It is important that the tasks are not just a biography or retelling of his life story. It should make links to the values of the Kingdom and then how they put these into practice in their own life.
	WALT - Learn about the life of a saint.
	What is a saint?

Who was Saint John Bosco?
	I can show a simple understanding of what the Kingdom of God is

I can ask and answer questions about the feelings of character in the story.

I can reflect on how people need to change their behaviour to show their commitment to building the kingdom
	Live
	Saint John Bosco slides and life story.
	Invite the children to wonder. 

‘What is a saint?’

Using the retelling of the life story of Saint John Bosco, (Slides + Page 13)

Print a copy of the questions slide (Slide 13).

Explain to the children that as they hear the retelling, they should look to fill in the different sections. This may require some modelling.

At the end of the retelling, the children are then to revisit the driver question - What is a saint? 

The children should be able to use their knowledge of Saint John Bosco’s life to emphasise saintly values.

	Week 5.2
	
	WALT - Identify how saints put the Kingdom of God into practice and what we can learn from them.
	How did John Bosco try to put the Kingdom of Heaven into practice?

What values did he show?

What can we learn from Saint John Bosco?
	Understand 
Make links between sources beliefs, celebration and life, giving reasons for the links

Discern
Play with possibilities asking what if questions suggesting consequences.
Express a point of view with a reason that relates to sources. 
Explore people’s different world views and the reasons for their responses to life and questions of meaning and purpose.

Reflect on the meaning of what they have learned for their own lives.
Consider how their own lives and the future of the communities to which they belong could be transformed by what they have learned.
	Live
	The song of Don Bosco - ‘A friend of the Young’
	Listen to the song (You may wish to have this playing in an area of reflection or quiet space). Who do they think the song is written about? What gives them this idea? How does it link to the life of Saint John Bosco? Emphasis on changes, aspiration, faith.

Use the question prompts on the slides:
· What dream did John have?
· What changes did John see in his life?
· How did John help young people?
· How do you think John helps us today?

Children could complete these as an individual task or in pairs / groups and use it to create a shared piece.


	Using the responses from the shared activity in the Input, children then reflect on the life of Saint John Bosco. ‘How did Saint John Bosco try to put the Kingdom of God into practice? What values did he show? What do you think we can learn from him?

(You could print the slide for this as a template if it is helpful.)

To finish the lesson, ask children to suggest values Catholics should  demonstrate to put the Kingdom of God into practice.


	Week 6
	Each verse looks at an aspect of the world and compares it to the kingdom. In the world we love our friends, but with God we have to love our enemies.
