	Please check notes about the Creation story:
The creation stories are not literally true.
The writer is saying that without God our lives are empty, chaotic and lack purpose. God brings light into darkness; God helps us to see the way our lives should be.
Ultimately, God is responsible for the entirety of all created existence

	The boy who cried wolf
Gen 1:26-31
	Part 1
Everyone asks questions. Some are easy like what day of the week is it? Some are personal like what is your favourite type of ice cream? Some are about the way we behave. (Use question wall activities here)
The Boy who cried wolf is a story told to answer the question ‘Why shouldn’t you tell lies?’ The answer given is because if you tell lies when you do tell the truth no one will believe you and that could be a bad thing for you. (Another example might be if you make up stories about why you couldn’t do homework; when you have a real excuse no one will believe you.
Share story of The Boy who Cried Wolf
Is this story true?
Does it try to teach us something?
​Part 2
People have always told stories to try to answer their questions. Jewish people wrote the story of Creation while they were in exile in Babylon. 
What questions might they have had about Creation?
Share the adapted creation written on the ppt and in the booklet. 
Ask the children if they think the story is true?
What does the story teach them?
How does this link to the last story?
	Part 1
Discuss the questions we have already asked and added to our wonder wall.
Follow the PPt on the boy who cried wolf and the questions,
What would have happened when the wolf came if the boy hadn’t told lies?
Why is this story saying, ‘Don’t tell Lies!”?
During a discussion time ask the children if they can list other stories that have meanings.
Part 2
Discuss the questions we have already asked and added to our wonder wall.
Write two more of your own questions about the story of Creation. One should be a question that is easy to answer, and one should be a question that is more difficult to answer, unanswerable. 
How does the story answer some of these questions?


	Questions and Stories 2
	In many translations the account opens with ‘a wind sweeping over the water’. The word for wind -Ruach also means Spirit. Then God speaks, ‘let there be light.’ For Christian readers of the story, you have an image of Trinity. God, God’s spirit, and God’s word – Christ.
Pupils should know the word for spirit also means breath or life. These links will be picked up later.  Exile - you may need to research more on why the Jewish people were in exile to answer some questions from children. I think you just need to say the Jewish people had been conquered by the Babylonians. They began to think about God and their relationship with God and they told a story to help them think through some of the questions.

	Hear

	Gen 1:26-31
	Use the PPT on the creation text.
Ask the children to answer the questions:
Look at the picture. This is how one artist drew the first day of creation. Do you like the picture? Talk to your partner and explain why you like/don’t like it?
Why do you think the clouds are shaped like this?
Why do you think the artist did this?
‘Ruach’ means Spirit in Hebrew. What else might it mean?
Sometimes the picture has a bright light behind the cloud. If you drew it this way, would it make the picture better? What do you think the bright light would represent?
Discuss with the children that the creation story is a poem.
When you read the Creation Poem, what line keeps repeating all the way through?
What do you think they wanted us to know by repeating this line throughout?
Can you explain what verse 27 means? Use these words in your explanation: respect, responsible, care for.
Why do you think the story has a rest day (Holy Day) on day 7? Another word for Holy Day is Sabbath. On what day do Jewish people keep the Sabbath? What day do Christians keep the Sabbath?


	Let’s look at the questions on the previous slide.
How does the Creation story answer these?
Use the Creation story from the booklet to highlight answers to the Jewish people’s questions.
Are there any that are harder to answer than others?
Has your opinion on the Creation story and its purpose changed? Do you now have more or fewer questions?



	Psalms, Poems and Prayers 1
	A book of the Old Testament composed of sacred songs, or of sacred poems meant to be sung.  Mostly written by King David
About King David and understand how many of the psalms were written by him; this will be useful in later branch 2.

	Recap on previous session’s learning – can the children remember what a psalm is and who and what King David did.
In their books pupils answer the following questions:
What did the psalmist believe about people?
What is a vocation? Discuss.


Ch to look at Psalm 139.
This psalm celebrates how each of us are known by God. It celebrates how incredible we all are, that God loves each of us. – Discuss and elicit this from the children rather than tell.
Annotate as a class and add to learning wall. – refer back to next week.


	Task: 1 R3.1.2 
What is a vocation? Ch to answer in their books.
Stick a photo of themselves into their books and write ideas about:
the qualities they have and how these make them special.

	Building on from St Francis; care for nature, how did he show care for God’s creation?

Reflect on St Francis’ Canticle of Creation - If you care for something, what must you do?

What do the children care for?

Children share the responsibilities that they undertake for the care of their object. Children to add their response onto a post-it for display using stem sentence for support - e.g. ‘I care by…’

Reinforce that their object is God’s object and so they are being a steward for God.

	What do pupils care about? Pet / person / object.

Pupils show and tell the object / talk about the person - Describe how they take care of it. Why is it special? Why do we take care of these things? Why might others not take care of it in the same way? How would they feel if it was hurt / damaged?

	Children are to explore the concept / idea of stewardship in the world around them e.g. Football Stewards, Theatre stewards - any examples where people show service to one another.

Read the ‘Football Stewards’ extract.

What makes the qualities of a good steward?

Patience, fortitude, good communication, passionate etc.

Which of these qualities do the children show and when? Discuss in groups.

From this discussion, introduce the idea of a Steward of Creation and the qualities needed.

Once complete, children use findings to answer driver questions, making links to the Creation Story shared in lesson 1 (Gen 1:26-31).

In Genesis God calls us to care for the whole of His creation therefore I will protect God’s creation by collecting litter.





	Stewardship 3
	Pope Francis says that the Creation story in Genesis suggests that human life is grounded in three fundamental and closely intertwined relationships: with God, with our neighbour and with the earth itself. According to the Bible, these three vital relationships have been broken, and the cause is sin. The harmony between the Creator, humanity and creation as a whole was disrupted by humans taking the place of God and refusing to acknowledge our creaturely limitations.

Children read the text with their partner considering the following questions:

What examples of stewardship can they identify within the video?

Share verses out into groups. Children are to discuss their understanding of their part. Children then share their findings with the rest of the class.

Explain to the children that St Francis praises God for some of the wonders of the natural world. Francis believed that everything in the natural world was a gift from God and, as such, deserved to be appreciated and valued.

Children are to reflect on the following questions (responses can be written or verbal):

What does Francis praise the Sun for? Why do you think he says this is like God?

What does he praise water for?

What does he praise the earth for?

At the end of his poem, he gives us tasks. What are they?
	Hand out Pollution Today sheet (or show images of local area if more appropriate).
