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Throughout this term, children will be doing a combination of fiction and non-fiction writing. They will learn the features of non-chronological reports, recounts, explanations and narrative writing following the book ‘Pebble in my pocket’.  
DT/Art
This term the children will look at the work of Nick Rowland to make their own volcano blow painting using straws.  The children will also improve their sketching skills by drawing and shading different rocks through observation. For DT, they will create their own exploding volcano.
Science
This term the children will be rock explorers. Through practical experiments and research, the children will learn about different types of natural rock, how fossils and soil are formed.
